2. Payment of your $15 entry fee** ($10 if age 17 or under) by credit card will be processed by PayPal on
the PHOTOSTOP website: www.photostopvt.com. Images will not be processed for inclusion in
the exhibit until the entry fee has been submitted on the website.

3. If you’re submitting over 10 MB of image data, you will need to send the JPEG images (highest quality
compression) in separate e-mails.
